Solutions
We implemented Kentico CMS using the portal engine and 
were able to undertake 90% of the development from within 
the CMS desk. 

The features used were as follows:

 The Customised Advanced Search, along with the Image  
 Gallery was utilised to create a Members Directory that  
 would showcase members of the Devon Guild of  
 Craftsmen and enable users to search by specialist craft,  
 craft type, member name or keyword

 The Diary/Events module enabled the Guild to provide  
 details of current and future events and enabled users  
 to book events online
